1008.1.1 Wall Signs Every single family residence, multiple-famisrdential

complex, commercial or industrial building, and Bveeparate nonresidential building in
a residential zone may display wall signs per sfreatage subject to the limiting
standards set forth in Table 1008.1.1(1). For shmgppenters, planned industrial parks or
other multiple occupancy nonresidential buildinye building face or wall shall be
calculated separately for each separate occuphntyn no event will the allowed area
for any separate occupancy be less than twelves(iigre feet.

1008.1.2Free-standing signgn addition to any allowable wall signs, evemygle-

family residential subdivision, multiple-family rieential complex, commercial or
industrial building, and every separate nonresidéhtilding in a residential zone shall
be permitted to display free-standing or combimasimns per street frontage subject to
the limiting standards set forth in Table 1008.1.2.

Such signs on a single residential lot shall bétdichto one sign, not greater
than four (4) feet in height and four (4) squaret e area.

Such signs for a residential subdivision or mudtisidential lots shall be
limited to one sign, at each entrance to the sufidiv or on one of the lots to
be built upon, and shall be no greater than egjteet in height and thirty-
two (32) square feet in area.

Such signs for nonresidential uses in residenisfidts shall be limited to
one sign, and shall be no greater than five (8)ifekeight and sixteen (16)
square feet in area.

Such signs for commercial or industrial projectalisbe limited to one sign
per street front, not to exceed ten (10) feet igtiteand thirty-two (32) square
feet in area for projects on parcels five (5) aareless in size, and not to
exceed ten (10) feet in height and thirty-two (8@Yare feet in area for
projects on parcels larger than five (5) acresaa.s

Development and construction signs may not be aysul until after the
issuance of construction permits by the buildinfic@, and must be removed
not later than 24 hours following issuance of acupancy permit for any of
all portions or the project.

1008.2.3 Special promotion, event and grand openirgigns.Signs temporarily
displayed to advertise special promotions, evemiisggiand openings shall be permitted
for nonresidential uses in a residential distacig for all commercial and industrial
districts subject to the following limitations:

1. Such signs shall be limited to one sign per sfresi.
2. Such signs may be displayed for not more than 88exutive days in any 3-

month period, and not more than 60 days in anyndaleyear. The signs shall



be erected no more than five (5) days prior toetent or grand opening, and
shall be removed not more than one (1) day afeeetlent or grand opening.
The total area of all such signs shall not excedden (16) square feet in any
single-family residential district, sixteen (16)usge feet in any multiple-

family residential district and thirty-two (32) sape feet in any commercial or
industrial district.
